1. You need to have the tomcat manager application available for the host. In Tomcat 6 and later it is like any other web application in {${catalina.
}. In Tomcat 5.5 it is configured by reference – as context file  in { } base}/webapps manager.xml ${catalina.base}/conf/Catalina/localhost

pointing to { }.${catalina.home}/server/webapps/manager

2. Add the  to your classpath... mine was in { }catalina-ant.jar ${catalina.home}/lib
