Off-the-shelf already installed and configured
bunch of tools

Mainly Java and Open Source tools
Fits in a DVD (900 Mb compressed)




Every project has the same needs: version
control, iIssue tracking, documentation, etc

Installing and configuring all those tools
are a time consuming task

Moving from one machine to another (or
between OS) requires full reinstalation

There Is no integration path or best
practices around those tools




Runs on every machine, even shared ones
