If I understand correctly
IMHO ... In my humble opinion
loC ... Inversion of Control

JFDI ... Just ... doit!

KISS ... Keep it simple, stupid

NIH ... Not Invented Here

NPOV ... Neutral Point of View
OTOH ... On the other hand

POV ... Point of view

PDQ ... Pretty Damn Quick

SOC ... Separation of Concerns
WDYM ... What Do You Mean
WDYT ... What Do You (all) Think
YAGNI ... You Ain't Gonna Need It
+1, -1, etc. ... Voting indicators, see http://apache.org/foundation/voting.html
